Jamaica is seeing an increase in COVID-19 positive cases and hospitalizations in recent times.

COVID-19 positive cases increased from 400 in early May to over 1,200 after the reopening of
borders. The experience from other jurisdictions with in-person voting suggests that a spike in
excess of three times the current situation can be expected after elections. This development
requires a shift from a public relations focus to efficient public health management to combat
the spread of COVID-19 in our communities and flatten the curve, thereby reducing the burden
on our healthcare system. Effective engagement of the Office of Disaster Preparedness and

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Over /5% of Jamaica's sustainable water resources are
untapped, yet more than half of the 400 water supply
systems and half of the over 100,000 farms are
susceptible to drought conditions and are poorly served by
the existing systems. Jamaica’s water resource challenges
are a matter of distribution and drought resilience in both
the potable water and agricultural sectors. The solutions
lay in an integrated approach to the continued
implementation of the NWC Parish Plans and the NIC
Master Plan.

POTABLE WATER

Sources:
The PNP government will:

« Encourage public-private partnerships to bring 20 MGD
of new sources to the networks to serve over 350,000
persons. Supply schemes in Clarendon, St. Catherine and
the KMA will be encouraged for deployment in the first 2
years.

» Many of the water supply wells across the island are over
40 years old and vulnerable to collapse. A comprehensive
well rehabilitation programme of over 100 aged wells
across the island will be undertaken over 5 years. This
will increase the reliability of existing supplies to over
1.2 million Jamaicans.

Rural Supply :

A combination of extension and increased reliability of the
rural supply networks for potable water inside homes will
be the focus of the next PNP government. Less than 40%
of rural households have reliable piped water inside
homes. The next PNP government will:

* Provide material and funding for a corp of trained
plumbers to supply and install over 30,000 rainwater
harvesting systems to one roof with 200-gallon “black
tanks”. These corps will be deployed to communities to
enhance water supply and drought resilience.

« The PNP government will continue, through a
combination of government and private sector
partnerships, to build out 300 water supply systems over
9 years to bring reliable potable water supply to over 1.3
million persons living in rural Jamaica. A projected
budget of S2 billion per year and a combination of PPP
and government funding through JSIF will be used to
build catchment tanks and small treatment systems,
install pipelines and pumping stations.
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Urban Supply:

Over S40 billion is required to carry out upgrades to
treatment, storage, transmission and supply network
improvements across the island. This will ensure the
reliable supply of potable water to 1.5 million Jamaicans.
The next PNP government will:

* Prioritize the installation, rehabilitation and replacement
of 5 million gallons of storage and 300 kilometres of
mains across the island each year, to bring reliable
supplies to urban areas during drought periods. This will
serve to provide over 25,000 persons with 24-hour
supplies during droughts and reduce pressure-related
losses during rainy seasons.

« Complete the planning and design for the “north-south”
concept to bringing water from the northern Blue
Mountain range to the KMA and to the Clarendon corridor
to ensure the water supply to the KMA for the next 30
years.

Reduction of Technical and Commercial Losses:

The PNP government will continue network upgrades,
rehabilitation and leak detection efforts to improve service
levels and reduce technical losses. NRW and service
connection projects that were conceptualized in 2011
under a PNP government will be rolled out across the
island. Under the next PNP government:

* An Islandwide NRW level target of less than 40% will be
achieved in 5 years through the deployment of over 50
leak detection teams, followed by mains replacement
and SCADA teams in each of over 100 networks across
the island. This project will provide reliable water supply
to over 120,000 households in the KMA and St.
Catherine, 45,000 households in St. James and between
15,000 to 20,000 households in the remaining parishes.
The cost of this programme is estimated at $2.5 billion
per year and is expected to yield an increase of over S6
billion per annum in NWC revenue.

« Social water in urban areas will be pursued through
regularization of connections and monthly water grants
of $1,000 per connection for low-income communities.
This is expected to reduce the NRW losses by
regularizing illegal connections and associated losses
and supplement the PATH programme benefits. Net gain
of over S8 billion from reduction in losses is expected.

« Gonsumption management and revenue protection will
enhance the financial sustainability of the NWC. The PNP
will roll out the service connection project across the
island to complete the installation of over 400,000
meters. This will provide work for over 4,000 Jamaicans
and increase NWC revenue by over S4 hillion per year
that will be passed on to the customers.
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Energy Efficiency and Climate Resilience:

» Energy costs are 40% to 60% of the operational cost of
water. A comprehensive programme for the replacement
of pumping equipment with energy efficient equipment
and deployment of power wheeling options under new
OUR regulations will be explored and implemented. NWC
electricity consumption will be reduced by more than
20% over 5 years, using a combination of energy
conservation and renewable energy sources. Cost savings
will be passed to the customers.

» Climate change will reduce the availability of freshwater
by 15% to 30% in the next two to three decades. There
is an expected drying trend in the eastern end of the
island that is likely to make droughts more severe and
frequent. Planning and implementing climate-resilient
strategies will be at the centre of the interface between
land use development and water resources. The PNP
government will mandate the use of climate-resilient
measures in new housing developments through
rainwater harvesting and onsite storage measures to
reduce losses.

Irrigation Water:

The implementation of both major and small irrigation
projects has more or less stalled over the last 4 years. The
next PNP government will:

« Provide, through agricultural extension officers and a
dedicated corp of purpose-trained technical graduates,
drip irrigation and fertigation systems to over 4,000
farmers for the first 1 acre of farms. Farms that are
drought-resilient are more than twice as productive and
this is expected to have a net positive impact on import
substitution.

« Complete the over 25 key small irrigation projects across
Jamaica in the first 5 years. This will bring water to over
9,000 hectares and 4,500 small farmers in St. Elizabeth,
Clarendon, Trelawny, St. Catherine and St. Thomas.

» Complete the 2 major irrigation projects in the first 3
years and energize the agricultural potential of St.
tlizabeth and St. Thomas.

« |nitiate and facilitate through the DBJ and NIC PPP, the 4
major private irrigation projects to reduce the demand

on capital funds.
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« Electricity costs account for over 40% of the NIC
operational costs. The PNP government will resume
conservation strategies and renewable energy projects in
changing worn-out and outdated motors to
energy-efficient motors and provide training for over 100
TVET graduates, at the same time.

« Under revised OUR regulations, NIC will pursue the
Power Wheeling options under micro and intra-grid
options to reduce electricity costs by 30% to rural
farmers and bring this cost-saving back into the hands of
the small farmers.
